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Obituary:

17 APR 1822, Norfolk, Virginia from the Norfolk and Portsmouth Herald Wednesday Morning, April
17,1822:

Departed this life last evening at 6 o'clock, HARRISON ALLMAND, Esq. Merchant of the Borough, in
the 65th year of his age. Thus has another patriarch of our Society been "gathered to his fathers" -
ripe in the years and leaving an honorable and intergrity in laying the foundation of an eminently
respectable station in life. It was by qualities such as these that the subject of this notice elevated
himself to a distinquished rank in Society, and acquire the confidence and esteem of all good men.

Mr. Allmand was a native of Nansemond County, and at an early period became engaged in
commerical pursuits, in which he kept the even tenor of his way and prospered, while hundreds were
falling around him, the victims to a too ardent spirit of speculation.

His deportment throughout life was such as commanded the esteem of all who knew him, and of none
more than those who knew him in the relation of a neighbor. Of the closing scene of his life we feel
ourselves incompetent to speak in the appropriate terms. He had sought the soothing influence of
Religion which can light a smile of triump even in death - and that he did not seek in vain, those will
testify who witnessed his meek and pious resignation in the awful hour of dissolution. His conscience
assured him that he was prepared to leave this world, and he felt impatient to be gone, to share the
glories of a world beyond the grave - in the full enjoyment of his reason to the latest moment, he called
his family around his dying bed gave them the advise and blessing of a parent, and calmy resigned his
sould to him who gave it. His funeral will take place at his late residence on Bute Street, this
afternoon, at half past 4 o'clock, at which the attendance of his friends and acquaintance is invited.

Harrison Allmand is the original Allmand of the “Archer-Allmand House” in Norfolk having bought the
house in 1802.
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Ceremony Commemorative Printed Program Paragraph:

Allmand, Harrison. The original owner of the current “Archer-Allmand House” in Norfolk, Harrison
Allmand, born August 8" 1757, the first son of Aaron and Ann Allmand, was a native of Nansemond Co. He
married Louisa Keele in 1785 (7 children), Mary Thomas Walker in 1803 (at least 4 children), and Lucy
Campbell (1 child). Harrison provided supplies of a gun and a horse to the American cause. He died April
16" 1822.
