The following record copied from page 551, Vol. Il of the Registers of "Revolutionary Land Bounty"
warrants in the Virginia State Land Office, and certified to by Mr. William E. Stanard, shows that the
heirs of Captain John Calvert,tbé Virginia State Navy, received 5333 1/3 acres of land December 6,
1852 as Land Bounty for his services as Captain for three years. "Captain John Calvert was the 9th of the
12 children of Cornelius Calvert | and Mary Saunders,... It is an interestingdfatone which may
